No Place Like Home For the Holidays

Homeless at Chr istmas
   Unless you’ve been there, it’s impossible to comprehend how devastating it really is.  It
permeates all that the homeless person or family does.  It becomes an unwanted identity
– and enormous weight to bear – a barrier – and a stigma with a sense of futility.
   If you could spend time and talk with almost any of the homeless who come to the

Union Gospel Mission each day, you would begin to
comprehend a broader view of the depth and width of the
obstacles that many face.  Where do you start when you
have no foothold, resources, or encouragement?
   These men, women, and children face the daily prospect
of having no place to sleep, no warm dry clothing, and no
place to rest where they aren’t in danger, trespassing, or in
someone’s way.  They could be immediate or extended
family, friends, or neighbors who never set out to lose their
way, their home, family, health, income, or perspective.  Like
you and me, they didn’t set out to fail, to be abused, or to
be left outside looking in.
   This Christmas season if you could put yourself in their
worn clothing, with hunger in your stomach and fear in
your heart…imagine how grateful you would be for a safe,
warm place like the Yakima Union Gospel Mission.  Imagine

finding such a place where you could clean up, collect your thoughts, and find a few
moments relief – a place where no matter how little you have or what your age, color, or
background, there is hope and your well-being matters.  How might you feel if at such a
place, out of the darkness of your despair, you were offered real hope and a chance to
begin anew – regardless of your social or economic standing?  Imagine that!
   I pray that you will partner with us this season and that the giving of your financial
resources or gifts of time as volunteers will give you tremendous satisfaction, knowing
that you’ve reached out to those who are less fortunate during this holiday season of
love and sharing.

Giving Through Your Will
Many people also choose to include
their charitable interests in their long-
range financial planning. The will is
one of the most popular ways of mak-
ing long-range gifts.

The best way to make a charitable
bequest through your will depends
on a number of factors, including
your assets or family considerations.
A few of the most commonly used
methods are:

Notes

Giving a specific amount. Stating a
dollar amount to be given in your will
offers certainty as to the amount that
will ultimately be put to the work of
the Mission.

Giving a percentage.  If you would
like to establish a definite relation-
ship between your charitable and non-
charitable legacies, consider the idea
of giving a percentage of the assets
passing under your will to charity.

All or part of “what’s left.” Keeping
the interests of your family and other
loved ones should always come first
in your estate plans. If you are not
comfortable bequeathing a specific
amount or percentage of your assets
to charity, you may wish to provide
for a gift from the residue, or “what’s
left,” after providing for your loved
ones.

To establish or review your will, see
your attorney. He or she can inform
you of current law and how it will best
meet your wishes.

Homeless
Just not in the
usual sense

We started this story about Linda last
month. It is a long story, but a good
one. We are continuing it here.

What Linda thought was the American dream burst
like an overinflated balloon.  “I got a small settlement
and a car,” Linda recalls.  “I came here and got a job at
WalMart.”  Linda believes God told her to go to
WalMart and she obeyed, even though it wasn’t what
she wanted.  “The hours were crummy, the pay was
minimum wage, the work was hard,” and so were the
floors. After a while of standing day after day on
those floors, Linda developed blood clots in one of
her legs.

However, just as she had ministered in various
churches before, she now got the chance to minister
in various homes.  She no longer had a place of her
own, but she lived wherever God made room for her,
in houses as well as in the heart of family, friends and
co-workers.  “I never had to sleep in the streets.  I
never had to sleep under a bush, or in my car.”  She
did move a lot in nine years, though.  One year she
moved seven times.

She also managed to go to college during this time.
Although it had been her dream to be a teacher, her
husband had dismissed that idea and she was never
able to pursue that goal.  Now on her own, and armed
with her GED, she set about getting the necessary
higher education.  It required perseverance.  “In three
years,” she says, “I moved every quarter and every
summer.”  When asked how she was able to afford
this, she replies that she entered the Displaced Home-
makers program.  She received a full ride for those
three years and she holds a double AA degree, in art
and teaching.
