After 40 years of drugs,
My mind is clear.

I was three when my family
moved to Mirror Lake, WA,
a small town near Federal
Way, WA.
I was brought up in a reli-
gious home and went to a
religious school. My parents
encouraged us to be reli-
gious. My dad made sure we
went to church every Sun-
day.  I was active in the
church and at 13 years old I
was confirmed in the church.
My Dad also made sure that

my adopted brother and I stayed busy working all the time. Up until this point
I was going to pursue more religious education to become a church leader

Life shifted into a new direction when I graduated from religious
school and started going to public school in 9th grade. I went from an altar boy
to drug dealer by the time I was 14 years old. At 20 years old, I was full blown
into the drug scene regularly using and selling LSD, marijuana, heroin and
cocaine.

I went to a community college and worked odd jobs for a while. Later
I started working at a radio station promoting rock shows. At that point the
partying escalated. I was everyone’s favorite person because I supplied the
drugs at the parties. I spent my whole life partying and having fun. Through all
of it, I believe that God was with me, and that is how I came to the Union
Gospel Mission.

My journey that brought me to the Mission started about 6-7 years
ago.  After living my life in a constant party state for about 35 years, I started
battling with the lifestyle. I had grown sick of the people, the culture and the
emptiness of the environment. I just got tired of it. Each year I would plan to
get myself together, and somehow put it off.  When I finally made the decision
to leave the Seattle area, it was long overdue.

I came to Yakima to visit a friend at the Yakima
Union Gospel Mission who was participating in the
New Life Recovery program.  After eight days of being
at the Mission, I joined the program.  Over the next
month as my mind cleared, I reopened my heart to my
Savior Jesus Christ.

The next several months were intense as I ab-
stained from drugs and my mind and heart were being
challenged with the Truth of the Word of God.  Today, 9
months into the New Life program, I am reborn in
Christ and the future is looking very different.  I
know that He has a plan and purpose for my life
that is very different than the world that I have
lived in for the past 40 years.  At 54 years old,
I am a new man on a new road.  He has been
with me this whole time, waiting for me to
make the choice to follow Him.  I realize
every day that through my life He
has protected me, and I look forward
to seeing what He would have me
do for His Kingdom. Praise is to
God!
