  Remember when Francis Schaeffer told us that some day we would wake up
and find out the America we once knew was gone?  That day is here.  Pov-
erty, moral depravity, the increasing number of people that come to the

mission for help, and the increased
number of services provided have made
it evident that many in our valley have
lost their way.  It’s like a boat caught
in the mighty torrent of the Niagara
River. We are being swept along in a
powerful cultural current that just
might pull us as a community and
even as a nation over the brink.

Daily, perhaps hourly, we seem to
be losing the war for America’s
heart and mind.  We must under-
stand the direction and speed of this
cultural river that has spilled over and
engulfed our land.  Ideas, or lack of

them, have consequences.  Ignorance of the Bible and the rejection of
God’s foundational truths are having disastrous results.  Because the
Bible has virtually disappeared from American education and it is rarely
studied, even as literature, in the public classrooms, we have become a
nation of biblical illiterates.  When six of ten adult Americans have no idea who
delivered the Sermon on the Mount and fewer than half of those can name the
first four gospels we have a culture unfamiliar with God.

This year as in years past the Union Gospel Mission is committed to providing recovery
programs and chapel services that teach truth and moral concepts from God’s word.  If a
majority of the people don’t know what the Bible says, certainly we cannot expect them to know
what it means and how it applies to their lives.

Community Christmas Party Big Hit

Just not in the usual sense

We started this story
about Linda in No-
vember. It is a long
story, but a good one.
We are concluding it
here.

     During the past nine eventful years, Linda has done
a lot of in-home care work for the people she has lived
with, including driving the elderly to and from places.
She has been met with hostility as well as with kind-
ness, but the Lord has always provided what she needs.
In the spring of 2006, she ended up at the Union Gospel
Mission, and she was here for a month in the Family
Shelter.  She came again a couple of months ago, and
this time she was asking for help, trying to find a way to
further her education, because she wants to get her
Bachelor degree in teaching.
     “The Lord slammed all the doors shut in Yakima,”
Linda says, shaking her head.  She knew that God had a
plan, and she was “pushing through,” as she describes
it, but she was getting discouraged.  Then Family Shel-

ter connected her with Tony McCarty, one of the interns
who is working toward his Master’s degree, doing vol-
unteer work here at the Mission.  Tony, who had been
employed by People For People, was about to start work-
ing for Work Source.  She said to him, “I need you to be
my advocate.”  He responded with, “You need to become
your own advocate.”  And he proceeded to show her
how to help herself in “the system.”
     Linda is now going full time to Central Washington
University, and she is going to be working in Ellensburg
for Work Source (People For People will be paying her
wages).  She has a full-ride scholarship for this year, and
possibly for two more years. Hope Source, a sister orga-
nization of Work Source, is giving her an $800 grant to
get her own apartment.

Linda is extremely excited and grateful, both to the Mis-
sion and to Tony.  “Without the Mission and the connec-
tions here, I probably wouldn’t be doing this.”
