     In 1936 three men with a vision and three silver dollars established the Union
Gospel Mission.  As the valley has grown and become more diverse, the Mis-
sion has experienced an increase in the number of people we serve.  In the late
1980’s the Board of Directors recognized that the Front Street facility was inad-
equate to meet the needs of the homeless. We had to reevaluate how and where
we could best reach the needy.  The historic Holtzinger building was purchased
and remodeling began. However, May 1, 1990 a tragic fire destroyed that build-
ing and dampened our dreams.
     The faithfulness and fruitfulness of the Lord led us to purchase an aban-
doned motel. Since then the UGM has experienced more opportunities to reach
the lost of home and heart.  Today we have a much better facility plus land for
expansion.  Our ministries continue to expand as we serve more people than we
ever thought possible.  God salvaged a hopeless situation and gave us more
than we hoped for.  And this is the call of the Mission as well -  to reach the
least, the last, and the lost; to bring to the hopeless garments of praise instead
of a spirit of despair - this is the purpose and goal of the Union Gospel Mission.
