Sometimes our guests are looking for more than just a meal.  Lisa was
looking for hope, something to fill the void in her life.
Meeting Lisa today, you would never know the heartache she has lived
through.  Her wide smile and bright eyes exhibit health and joy.  You
would never know that in 2007 she was homeless--living out of her
car--and had just been given less than two years to live.  Chronic illness
and drug abuse had destroyed her body and her family. She was
separated from her two children and estranged from her husband.
She
joined the

New Life recovery program after staying in the women’s
emergency shelter. In the New Life program she came face to
face with Jesus Christ her Savior.  “I gave everything over to
Him,”  says Lisa.  She became a student of the Word of God,
dove into her studies, and graduated from the New Life
program.  Today Lisa and her husband have reconciled; she has
resolved her past legal issues and now is teaching a Bible study
with the women in the New Life program.
