Grudgingly Liz went to Yakima,
knowing that this program was her last hope for freedom from methamphet-
amines.  Over a period of 4 years Liz had lost her career, home, cars, and her four
kids.
     After entering the New Life Program, Liz was reintroduced to the God that she
had heard about in Church as a child, the God she had rejected.  Through the
program she received Jesus Christ as her Savior, and she learned she was not in
control. Letting go of the “control” over her life, Liz was able to embrace freedom
through Christ Jesus.
     In September 2007, Liz successfully graduated the New Life program and
quickly found a job working in retail.  Liz excelled in her retail position and was
promoted to assistant manager within two months.  She also was able to rebuild
her relationship with her children, gaining full custody in August of 2009.
     Three and half years
after coming to the
Mission, Liz can look back

at her journey and see God’s hand in each one of her steps.  Liz talks about how she has
met many women in similar situations and that sharing her testimony has impacted them
for God.  Liz is most excited about being able to give her children the spiritual tools she
received through the New Life program. Today she can teach her children how to pray and
how to deal with life through a Biblical perspective.  We at the Union Gospel Mission are
happy to announce that Liz accepted the position of head cook in the Mission’s New
Hope Catering kitchen.

According to the “2010 Hunger Report” by Feeding America, one in eight people
regularly receive a foodbox.
